Rustication

Reveals or rustications are recommended at butted joints so
it will allow the features of the liner to appear continuous. All
butted joints should be taped and/or caulked to reduce grout
leakage.

Form Release

Formliners should be sprayed with high end form release
agent before each use and within the same day that concrete
is placed. Apply with low flow, wide angle, flat spray nozzle
and wipe with a cloth to insure a complete even coat to the
entire formliner surface.
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
